DIGITAL TIMER INSTRUCTIONS

BASIC SETUP

@ PRESS Res. (RESET) KEY TO BEGIN

@ TO SET TIME OF DAY:

®

Press (O key and hold. Use h and m keys to set current time of day while
holding (D key. Make sure AM / PM is properly identified, or, if military
time... 0 - 12 for AM, 13 - 24 for PM. Do NOT release (D key. Proceed to
step 3.

TO SET DAY OF WEEK:

Continue holding (D key. Press Day key until current day of week appears
in display window. Release(D key. Proceed to step 4.

PROGRAMMING

®

TO SET ON TIME:

Press Prog. key and release. Use h and m keys to set desired ON time.
Make sure AM / PM is properly identified, or, if military time... 0 - 12 for AM,
13 - 24 for PM. Proceed to step 4a.

! PressXX\key until @ appears in display window below time. This
indicates a scheduled ON time. Proceed to step 4b.

For 7 day operation, make sure all 7 days appear in display window.
Ah To change days of operation, press Day key until desired days of
operation appear. Proceed to step 5.

TO SET OFF TIME:

Press Prog. key and release. Use h and m keys to set desired OFF time.
Make sure AM / PM is properly identified, or, if military time... 0 - 12 for AM,
13 - 24 for PM. Proceed to step 5a.

PressXX\key until () appears in display window below time. This
indicates a scheduled ON time. Proceed to step 5b.

Make sure OFF days correspond with ON days. To change OFF
days, press Day key until desired OFF days appear. For multiple
ON/ OFF times - repeat steps 4 & 5. When completed, proceed to
step 6.

LOCK IN PROGRAMS:

Press (B key to lock in set programs and return to clock mode. Proceed to

step 7.

NOTE: If Fr ## appears in display window after pressing Prog. key,
proceed to step 5, then return to desired step. Digital timer has 20
available ON/OFF program spaces. The Fr indicator shows the
remaining "FREE" ON/OFF spaces. If one ON time and one OFF
time have been programmed, the Fr indicator willread Fr 18 (18
"FREE" ON/OFF spaces remaining).

SET TO RUN:
To set to proper RUN position, display must show the following under the
displayed time of day:

@G O =AUTOMATIC RUN / LIGHTS OFF

-or-

@ X\ = AUTOMATIC RUN/ LIGHTS ON
If display shows any of the following:
@ = LIGHTS ALWAYS ON

-or-

[] = LIGHTS ALWAYS OFF

Timer will not function properly. Press thex\key repeatedly until
@ (O =AUTOMATIC RUN / LIGHTS OFF
@ X\ = AUTOMATIC RUN/ LI
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
